Her husband died very early on, in the year 1936. Nelli was the only one of my mother's siblings to
survive the Holocaust. All three of her daughters managed to survive the war along with her. Two
of them have since died and the third lives in Israel. Not long ago, I visited her during my stay in
Israel. She was very glad to see me. She's got Alzheimer's Disease, however. She doesn't recognize
people very much, but despite that she did recognize me.
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
